Its wines (white and red) have a lot of fruit and have made great 

progress while remaining at reasonable prices.

The estate is located in the south of the Côte de Beaune, in Change (21340). A family estate 

for 5 generations, we now cultivate 60 hectares of vines in the following appellations:
